It intensifies  
your prayer life like nothing else can. 

 
     “And he said unto them, This kind can come forth  

by nothing, but by prayer and fasting.” Mark 9:29 (KJV)   
 

Some of the ways to fast are: 
 

Daniel Fast – Eat no meat, no sweets and no sweet bread.   
Drink water and juice.  Eat fruits and vegetables.   

Daniel 10:2-3 At that time I, Daniel, mourned for three weeks.  
 I ate no choice food; no meat or wine touched my lips; 

 and I used no lotions at all until the three weeks were over. (NIV) 
 

FULL FAST – Drink only water ( you establish the number of days) 
 

3 day fast – This fast can be a full fast,  
Daniel fast or give up at least one item of food 

 

Partial fast – is from 6:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  
or from sunup to sundown.   

You can select  from these types of fast. 
 

If you are on medication check with your
